Before using your dishwasher for the first tima:

Setthe water softenar

Add 1_5Kg dishwasher salt and then full fill the sall container with waler
' Fill the rinse aid dispanser
. Fill in detergent

A. Water Softener

The water softener must be set manually, using the water hardness dlal.

The water softener iz designed 1o remove minerals and salls from the water, which would have

adetrimental or adveres effect on the eperalion af the appliance.

The higher the conlent of these minersls and s&lts, the harder your water is,

The saftensr should be adjusied according Lo the hardness of the waler in your area. Your local Water Authority
can advise you on the hardneas of the waler in your area,

Adjusting Salt Consumption

The gishwasher s designed to allow for adjustment in the amouwnt of salt consumed based on the hardness of
the water used. This is intended to optimise and customize the level o f salt consumption

WATER SOFTENER

The hardness of the waler varies from place 1o place. If hard water s used in the dishwasher, deposits will
form on the dishes and ulensils.

The appliance & equipped with a special soflener that uses a galt container specifically designed 1o eliminate
lime and minérals from the water.




B. Loading the Salt Into the Softener

Always use the sall intended for use with dishwasher,
The salt conlatner is located baneath the lower basket snd should be filled as explalined
In the following:

B Onily use salt specifically designed for the use in dishwashers! Every other type of
salt not specifically designed for the use In a dishwasher, especially table salt, will
damage the water softensr.

C. Fill the Rinse Aid Dispenser

Rinse Aid Dispenser

The rinse aid is relassed during the final inss to prevent waler from forming droplets on your dighes, which can
lagie spols Br slreaks. It ales improves drying by aliowing waler 1o roll off the dishes. Your dishwasher is
designed to use lguid ringe alds. The nnse aid dispensarts located inside the door naxt (o the detergent dispenser.
Ta fill the dispenser, opan the cap and pour the rinse ald into the dispenser until the level indicalor turns completely
bisck. The volume of the rinse ald containes s abaut 110mL

Function of Rinse Aid

Rinse ald fs autamatically added during the E3st rinse, enguring tharough rinsing, and spot and streak free drying

Attention!

Only ose branded nnse sid for dis hwasher. Mever fill the rinse aid dspenser with any other substances
(e-p: Dishwasher cheaning sgent, lguid detergent). This would damags the appliarce.

When to Refill the Rinse Aid Dispenser

D. Function of Detergent

Distargents wiih is chemical ingredients are necessary 1o remove dirt, crush dirt and ransport it outof the dishwasher
Muost of the commercial gueality deterganls are suitabie for this purpose.

Attention!

Proper Use of Datergent
Use only defergent specifically made for the use in dishwashers. Keep your detergeni fresh and dry.
Dont put powdered detergent inlo the dispenser until you're ready to wash dishes

Detergents

There are 3 sorts of detergents

1. Wilh phosphale and with chlorine
2:With phosphate and without chiorine

3. Without phosphale and without chiorine

Mormally new pulverised delergent is withoul phosphate. Thus the water softenar function of
phosphate is nol glven. n this case we recommend 1o fill sall in the sall conlainer aven whan

the hardness of wataris only 6 ° dH. If detergents without phosphate are used in the case of hard water
often white spots appear on dishes and glasses. in this case please add more detergent to reach

better results. Datergants without ehloring do only bleach & littls. Strong and coloured spots will not

be removed completely. In this case please choose a program with 2 higher temperature.

Concentrated Detergent

Based an their chemical composition; delergents can ba aplil in two asic lypes:
B convenlional, alikaling dalergents with caustic components

B fow slkaline concentrated detergenis with natural enzymes

Detergent Tablets

Detergent tablets of different brands dissolve at different speeds. For this reason some Detergent 1ablets cennal
dissolve and develop thair full cleaning power during short progreémsa. Therefore please use long programs when using
detergent tabiels. to ensure the complete remaval ol detergent residuals.

Detergent Dispenser

The dispenser musi be refilled before the start of each wash cycls following the instructions
provided inthe wazh cyele tabla . Your dishwasher uses leas delergent and rinse aid than
Convenlionsl dishwasher. Generally. only one tablespoon of detergent s needed for
anormal wash load . More heavily sojled ilems need more detergent. Always add the
delergent [ust before starting the dishwasher, oinerwiss it could get damp and will not
dissolve properly.
